The Iceman Cometh

When you first hear or read about Dr. Jason Box, glaciologist
from OSU doing research in Greenland, you might scratch your
head and wonder, or make a noncommittal comment such as,
“That’s interesting.” When you dig a bit deeper, you will begin to
understand just how interesting, and vital, it really is!

Box, his research team and their cutting-edge work was
recently featured on a widely-acclaimed Discovery Channel
documentary. The early successes of his project have unlimited
ramifications on slowing the melting of the ice around
Greenland and possibly the Polar icecaps.

Box is the lead scientist on the Wrapping Greenland project.
He spends a large portion of his time in Greenland and has
conducted climate research expeditions to the Greenland ice
sheet every year since 1994. His work as an assistant professor at
OSU focuses on the effects of climate change on the vulnerable
ice, making important observations on global sea levels, ocean
salinity and global climate impacts.
